
Mantras 
 

Mantra is the creative projection of the mind through sound.  The mantras used in your Kundalini Yoga 
practice have been designed to elevate or enhance consciousness though their meaning and rhythmical 
repetition.  It is beneficial to link a mantra to the breath.  This technique helps to focus the mind and 
strengthen the endurance during challenging exercises. 
 

The 5 mantras most often repeated in Kundalini yoga: 
 

 
1. Ong Namo Guru Dev Namo (Adi Mantra) 
I bow To the Creative Wisdom, I bow to the divine teacher within.  The mantra we use to ‘tune in’ to the 
divine flowing within each of us.  Brings one into a meditative state which allows the universe to open up to 
you. 
 
2. Sat Nam (Bij Mantra) 
The bij or seed mantra that is most widely used in the practice of Kundalini Yoga.  It is a universal mantra, 
representing the vibration of truth; Sat means truth, the reality of existence and Naam means name or 
identity, our connection with the truth. 
 
3. Wahe Guru (Guru Mantra) 
I am in ecstasy when I experience the Indescribable Wisdom. 
 
4. Sa-Ta-Na-Ma (Panj Shabad) 
This mantra is expressing the five primal sounds of the universe; the nuclear form of Sat Naam.  Sa = 
Infinity, Ta = Life, Na = death or transformation and Ma = Rebirth.  The fifth sound is the “A” that is the 
common connecting sound, meaning “to come”. 
 
5. Sunshine song: 
May the long time sun shine upon you all love surround you 
And the pure light within you guide your way on.

Happiness almighty, Grace Nobility and Infinity.  All is your prosperity.

Chant this mantra to find direction when in difficult circumstances. 
I bow to the primal core and beginning, through every moment of experience and activity. I bow in my 
heart’s deepest truth and being, by the unseen Infinity of my highest self. 



 Aad Sach Jugaad Sach Hai Bhee Sach, 
Naanak Hosee Bhee Sach (Kundalini Shakti Mantra):  
 

True in the beginning, true in the primeval age, true even now, and true forever.  
“When a time comes and things don’t move, this mantra writes down the root of prosperity in your 
personality… all that is stuck shall move”. (Yogi Bhajan)

The word Aap means Himself.  Sahaaee is protector or rescuer. Hoa is “has become”. Sache Daa Sacha 
means “the Truest of the True”. Dhoa is “has carried”. 
The meaning of the mantra is “The infinite spirit has become my protector. That support is from the real of 
the real, and the true of the true. It is certain.

the Speaker in all beings. Without attachment, Without color, Without form, Without destiny, Without deed, 
Without superstition, Imperishable, Indeterminable.   
This mantra arouses the soul and self.  Gives supreme intuitive awareness and sensitivity.  For the radiant 
body.

Chant this mantra to manifest the answer or solution to a prayer. 
 
 

 Chatr Chakr Varti, Chatr Chakr Bhugtay,  
Suyungbhav Subhang Sarbda Sarb Jugtay, 
Dukaalung Pranaasee, Dayalung Saroopay,  
Sadaa Ang Sangay Abhagung Bibhootay. 

The words of the 10th Master, Guru Gobind Singh from Jaap Sahib. Chant this mantra to remove fear, 
phobias, and to bring victory. Thou art pervading in all the four quarters.  Thou art the enjoyer in all the four 
quarters.  Thou art self-illuminated and united with all.  Destroyer of bad times, embodiment of mercy.  Thou 
art ever within us.  Thou art the everlasting giver of undestroyable power.

(Siri Mantra)

Gobinday, one who 
sustains us.  Mukhunday, one who liberates us.  Udharay, one who uplifts us.  Aparay, who is infinite.  
Hariung, who does everything.  Kariung, for which grace everything is done.  Nirname, nameless and 



desireless.  Akame, is by itself.  Har is the “Shakti Yog” (power) mantra.  Har is the creativity of God.  The 4 
repetitions of Har give power to all aspects and provide the power to break down the barriers of the past.
